
 
 
Greetings Immanuel Families,  

As you are starting your Back to School shopping, we wanted to remind you of our dress code, as there have 
been some updates. This information can also be found in the Parent/Student Handbook. Please feel free to 
call the office if you need clarification.  
 
Dress Code 

●​ All clothing shall be neat, clean, modest, in good repair, and of appropriate size and fit. Any clothing or 
accessories containing objectionable words or symbols are not allowed.  

●​ Skin should not be exposed through garments. Garments should not be see-through or show 
undergarments (including bralettes or sports bras).  

●​ Halter tops, short crop-tops, low cut tops, spaghetti strap tops, strapless tops, tank tops (boys or girls), 
backless or sideless tops, or racer-back tops are not permitted. All tops must have sleeves.  

●​ Tops must hang below the waist so that, even when both arms are raised, midriff skin is not visible.   
●​ Skirts or shorts (girls and boys) may not be shorter than mid-thigh. 
●​ Leggings, yoga pants, spandex/tights, or other skin tight joggers/sweatpants are not permitted.  
●​ Students may not wear pajamas or sleepwear. 
●​ Ripped or torn jeans are not allowed if skin is exposed above mid-thigh.   
●​ Clothing with lewd or suggestive material must be avoided. 
●​ Counter-cultural fads of dress or hairstyles with extreme cuts or unnatural colors must be avoided.  

Students are required to dress according to their gender. 
●​ Exposed body piercings (except pierced ears for girls), facial piercings, gauging, tattoos 

(temporary or permanent), and other body markings are not permitted.  Students who have 
tattoos prior to enrollment must disclose them to be evaluated by administration and are 
required to cover the tattoo.  Immanuel students who get a tattoo or piercing while attending the 
school will be subject to disciplinary action. 

●​ Shoes or sandals must be worn at all times. Slippers are not permitted.  
●​ Hats or caps may not be worn in the chapel. 
●​ All garments, including head coverings, must support Immanuel Schools; not any other junior high, high 

school, or rival team. 
●​ Special dress code regulations will be communicated for events such as Homecoming Week, 

Banquets, Graduation, etc. 
 

In situations where the nature of dress is not specifically covered in a detailed manner, the administration 
reserves the right to use its own discretion in determining the appropriateness of the attire.
